South Asia

This region comprises of India and its nei-

ghboring countries. A common characteris-
tic of Christianity in these countries is its minority sta-
tus, with membership accounting for less than 3%
of the population, except for Sri Lanka (7.5%). This
situation has some positive consequences, namely
a clear sense of identity and a strong attachment
to the Bible. It also provides ample opportunity for
dialogue with other religions and their sacred books.
The greatest challenge in the region is the availa-
bility of the Bible in numerous local languages. To
address this challenge, the Catholic Biblical Fede-
ration members initiated many ongoing translation
projects, often in cooperation with the United Bible
Societies. Another noteworthy feature of the biblical
ministry in South Asia is an extensive use of modern
means of communication in promoting the Bible.

PRAYER That the Churches of South Asia may successfully continue their work in the area of
INTENTION: biblical ministry and be blessed with freedom and fruitfulness.
